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T he Middle Provo River is intriguing.  It is a resto-

ration project that started in 1999 with comple-

tion scheduled in 2007.  Essentially, the river corridor 

is 800 to 2200 feet wide where the river originally 

flowed in a long arc prior to the construction of the 

Jordanelle Dam.  With the 

lower controlled water 

flows, the river could be 

reconfigured to meander 

the main channel and intro-

duce side channels for the 

juvenile fish, aquatic in-

sects and supporting wild-

life like beavers, raccoons, 

migrating water fowl and 

raptors. Plant restoration 

has supplemented the natu-

ral riverside vegetation to improve the riverôs environ-

ment.   

The majority of the fish we caught were brown trout 

with a sprinkling of rainbow trout.  They ranged in 

size from 9" to 16" and there were a lot of fish caught 

and released.  I happened to see a lure fisher catch and 

release a 24" brown.  I asked him I could help him by 

taking a picture.  He said "that's all right".  He pro-

ceeded to grip the trout by the jaw, flipped open his 

cell phone, held the fish by his face and clicked off 

several shots.   

T he river in July was running, by my estimate, at 

around 300 to 500 cfs. There were a lot of fish-

able seams, riffles and drop-offs everywhere.  The two 

days that we fished there the temperatures at mid-day 

hovered around 90 to 100 degrees.  I was told that the 

fishing and the weather is better in the fall.

River.  They drew maps for each river.   

I presumed that the Middle Provo River was one and 

the same river that our fellow club member had fished.  

The lower Provo is near the city of Provo and located 

in a canyon.  The Middle Provo River is approximately 

45 minutes south and east of Salt Lake City in Heber 

Valley. We stayed at a Holiday Inn Express in Heber 

City. Other lodging is available in Park City.

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Stripers at the San Joaquin Delta

A 
 couple of years ago I read ñFly Fishing Cali-

forniaôs Great Watersò by Dan Blanton.  For 

some reason, this book got me hooked on 

wanting to catch a striped bass on the fly.  Last year I 

gave it a try on Silverwood Lake with no success but 

that did not deter me. 

Earlier this summer I contacted Ken Hanley and he 

highly recommended Kevin Doran to handle my trip. 

Kevin immediately returned my email and we set a 

date for November 17, 2007.   He charges $450.00 

for up to two anglers and you will see shortly that it 

was well worth the price.  He provides drinks and 

snacks for his guests but you need to bring lunch.  

My plan was to drive to Stockton on Friday the 16th 

with my boat, fish with Kevin and then take my boat 

out Sunday morning for ½ day and drive home.  I 

know I am crazy but I actually found someone to go 

with me.  Steve Nichols lives in Long Beach and went 

to kindergarten with my wife and jumped on the 

chance to go.   

The drive is 450 miles each way and took us 9 hours. 

During the drive up Steve and I got to know each 

other much better than we already did.  I found out he 

had only fly fished once for trout but had a long his-

tory of fishing in general.  I figured he was in way 

over his head but he was game and so was I.  We 

stayed at the 

Comfort Inn 

right off the 

freeway and 2 

miles from 

the dock. 

T he Delta 

striped 

bass begin 

their fall run 

in late Sep-

tember and 

continue 

through 

March.  Mid to late November is the peak of the run 

so we were right at the beginning.  Stripers from 20ò 

to over 30 pounds are possible with most catches in 

the 3-10 pound class.  Kevin recommends 8 to 10 

weight fly rods with weight forward sinking line and the 

ability to cast at least 60 feet to get the best chance of 

success.  He also wants you to have a 30 pound butt sec-

tion and 20 pound leader.  Whistlers, Deceivers and 

Clouser Minnows in size 1-4/0 are recommended, tied 

on with a loop knot for better action and he provides 

them for you.  You must have a Bay/Delta Enhancement 

Stamp on your license and the only place to get it in San 

Diego is from the DFG office in Kearny Mesa. 

W e met Kevin at 7:00 AM at the Buckley Cove 

Marina.  After a few details were completed we 

set off in the fog and grey light for the first stop.  

On the way Kevin pointed out the types of places 

to fish.  Drift the boat down the main channel and 

cast to the shallow areas along the reeds and 

rocks.  He also suggested the up current ends of 

the islands that are in the delta.  They have a sand 

flat that the fish like.  Strip quickly with an occa-

sional pause into the main channel for the fish.  

The channel depth is mainly 12 feet while the flats 

are 4 feet deep. 

Early in the morning and late in the afternoon un-

der grey, foggy or low light conditions are the best 

for surface action.  The top water action is 

Kevinôs favorite.  He hooked me up with a floating line 

and popper, helped me with my casting and set me free.  

After the third cast, I got hit on the popper, almost wet

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my pants and farmed the fish.  At the time he 

was teaching Steve how to cast so we decided to 

put me on a sinking line and go after the deep 

water stripers.  A few casts later and I had my 

first striper on the line and eventually to the 

boat.  Great fun!!!  I landed 2 more and then we 

were off to some other areas. 

We moved and tried many different areas in the 

Delta.  I managed to pull out 3 small largemouth 

bass during that time.  The small ones feel like a 

bunch of grass on the end of your line with no 

fight at all.  Steveôs casting was getting better 

and better and he was consistently reaching 50 

feet.  The wind was picking up and making fish-

ing hard but Kevin moved us to protected areas 

to give us a fighting chance and more stripers.  

He said numerous times that the boat traffic and 

the bright sun light make it more difficult during 

the day, particularly on the weekend.  However, 

he felt we would find a good bite when the big 

bass boats went in, the water clamed and the sun 

began to set. 

W hile waiting for the day to move along he 

took the opportunity to talk to us about 

largemouth bass fishing with a fly rod.  He 

brought out a rod he developed with Sage called 

the Bass Series.  It is 7ô11ò in length and comes 

with a bass taper floating fly line.  The length is 

important because it meets the Bassmaster Tour-

nament qualifications for length.  He began side-

arm casting a deer hair popper into and under the 

brush and structure to demonstrate how he 

catches largemouth bass.  Kevin believes he will 

be able to compete on the bass circuit with this 

rod and technique.  It was very interesting to 

watch and learn.  With his knowledge and skill I 

think he will be a contender. 

Around 4:00 PM we went back to our original 

fishing area for the afternoon bite.  Within a few 

minutes the boats had cleared out, the waters 

calmed and the sun was low in the sky.  At the 

same time Steve caught his first fish, an 8# 

striper which was the biggest of the trip.  Over 

the next hour Steve would catch 7 stripers with 

his newly improved casting.  Kevin then gave 

me his bass rod with the floating bass taper to 

try with a popper.  What a sweet outfit!!  Within 

30 minutes I was able to land two that rose to my popper and 

had numerous others after it.  I went back to the sinking line 

and landed two 

others.  For the 

day, Steve and I 

landed 14 stripers 

(3 to 8 pounds) 

and 3 small large-

mouth bass.  We 

returned to the 

dock in the dark 

and shared some 

beers with Kevin. 

   

O n Sunday morning we launched my boat En La Mosca 

into the delta and headed for the same areas.  Steve 

landed 4 stripers that morning but none for me.  We got back 

to the dock and headed home at 11:30 AM.  We had 18 strip-

ers to the boat in our 1 İ days of fishing.  Canôt beat that for 

the first time after stripers!! 

Give the Delta a try, you will like it.  I guarantee it!!  You can

It's a pleasure to be out on the creek with all of you. Special 

thanks to Frank Kawasaki for his time and sage advice in for-

mulating grant proposals and for joining on trips to DFG and 

NOAA grant proposal workshop.

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fly fish in chest high waders was brutal. 

T he river bottom is mostly made up of 6" to 12" 

cobbles with some boulders.  I picked up the 

cobbles in the river to examine the underside for in-

sect life.  I saw mayfly nymphs, caddis in cases, 

aquatic worms (like the San Juan worms) and some 

stonefly nymphs in faster riffles.  The grassy areas 

along the streamside 

trails were teeming 

with grasshoppers. 

They may not be 

there in the fall 

months.   

The majority of the trout we caught were using grass-

hopper patterns and stimulators.  Some of the larger 

trout were caught and lost on the Mercer Z-Wing 

caddis pupa, size 14 and 16, on a downstream swing 

below the surface. Also effective was a bead head 

woolybugger, size 6 and 8, cast downstream, allowed 

to swing and then stripped in.   

H eber Valley is at approximately 5600 elevation 

so it surprised me when we had 90 to 100 de-

gree weather.  With all that heat we decided to retreat 

to a higher elevation for respite.  We headed for the 

Strawberry River, only to find it badly silted.  We 

talked to a local farmer on the river and learned that 

it had rained the night before and one of the upstream 

creeks was silting the river.  So we headed for Cur-

To capture the fish is not all of fishing ~ Zane Grey 

As men and women who love to fish, we know 

catching the fish is not the whole of the game, the 

challenge of presenting the right fly in the perfect 

way comes before the successful catch. Zane Grey 

hints there is more to fishing than technique. I would 

suggest the other half of fishing is about the people 

we do it with. The involvement of my dad and grand-

dads is the fundamental reason I love fishing so 

much today. Beginning at age five, I can remember 

many three generation fishing trips, including my 

uncles and granddads. Now, over a decade and half 

later, I am considering how I can encourage young 

people to develop a lifelong passion for nature and 

fishing. My experience tells me the most effective 

way to pass on a love for fishing and the outdoors is 

through family relationships. Many family relation-

ships, such as parents to children, grandparents to 

grandchildren, or uncles to nieces and nephews, can 

incorporate fishing adventures and activities. Over 

the years of family fishing time, Iôve learned some 

tips that can help create a desire to be together in the 

outdoors. 

Focus on a one on one relationship; kids want 

and need an adultôs undivided attention. 

Be consistent in scheduling fishing and outdoor 

activity times. 

Make your times fun; in the early stages, work 

for success and let those kids catch a fish, even if itôs 

a guppy! If you canôt buy a fish, go get a milkshake. 

Give them ownership of some gear so they know 

they have a part in the activity. 

Invite questions by telling stories and pointing 

out interesting things from your surroundings. 

Share your heart with them; what is most important 

to you about fishing, nature, and life? 

Our sport needs a fresh influx of young anglers but 

more importantly, we need the influence of young 

people in our lives. The special enthusiasm, tender-

ness, innocence, and vitality of youth are a beneficial 

influence on adults living in a world fraught with 

troubles. As we enter into the Christmas season, con-

sider young lives you want to make a difference in 

and take a kid fishing. You will not regret it! ƹ

rant Creek, a 1/2 hour drive in higher elevation country.   

C urrant Creek is a 12 mile long tail water creek that 

holds brown, rainbow, and cutthroat trout.  It may 

hold brookies too, but we didn't catch any.  Currant 

Creek consists of flat 

areas covered with wil-

lows and sloping areas.  

Whenever we stopped 

to look at the creek in 

the flatter areas, mos-

quitoes appeared by the 

droves.  At one point, 

my friend Art said 

"look there's a horse". I 

had never seen a horse 

with his head in the wa-

ter so I backed up to check it out.  It turned out to be a 

cow moose! 

We reached the area just below the dam and there were 

fly fishers already there whipping the water.  We re-

treated to an unimproved campground just below, as ad-

vised by the fly shop and started fishing.  This was a 

freestone creek varying in width of 15 to 20 feet and not 

too deep; 12" to 24".  It was dry fly fishing with a stimu-

lator, size 14 and 16.  No need to use anything else. The 

fish were very cooperative and the larger trout were 12ò 

to 14" long and healthy.  Upstream of the campground 

the creek went up a narrow ravine with no streamside 

trails.  You have to wade up the stream and then back.  

D ownstream of the campground, there were trails on 

both sides of the creek.  This area was obviously 

more heavily fished. We didn't stay for a hatch on this 

creek.  The mosquitoes drove us out early.  We returned 

to Heber City to get a room for the night, and to fish the 

Middle Provo River for the second day.   

On our last day, we chose to fish close to an improved 

parking lot just west of Highway 40. My friend Art de-

cided to try fishing the side channels to capitalize on 

the willing fish in these areas. I decided to try my 

luck picking spots that I thought might harbor larger 

trout.  I did see numerous trout come out of hiding to 

inspect my flies.  A small percentage actually took 

the fly on the first cast.  The sec-

ond cast was futile.  I rationalized 

that they must be browns and a 

little bit smarter.   

At the end of our last day of fish-

ing, which was mid afternoon, I 

met a guide from Trout Bum 2, 

from nearby Park City.  He was 

wet wading with a client.  He left 

his client momentarily to visit 

with me.  He told me that earlier 

that week a client caught the largest brown trout he 

has seen in the river.  It was 28" long.  While on the 

subject of guides, I saw guides with clients on the 

river but I didn't see any rafts or drift boats.  I pre-

sumed that they were not necessary.  If you think you 

might want a guide contact:  Trout Bum 2 in Park 

City, Utah @ (435) 658-1166, Clearwater Flyfishers 

in Heber City, Utah @ (435)654-4049 or Fishwest in 

Salt Lake City, Utah @ (877)77FLIES.  I'm not en-

dorsing any of these services.  

W ould I go back to the Middle Provo River 

and Currant Creek? You bet I would!  There 

is a lot of river I have yet to fish and the opportunity 

to catch and release a large trout will draw me back.  

Oh yeah, I still haven't fished the hatch. This is truly 

an emerging fishery that you will hear more of in the 

future.  Check it out! ƹ

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Fly of the month  -  Royal Wulff

1/3  green, 1/3 red, and  1/3 

green.  Itôs  sounding a lot 

like Christmas.  And it turns out that  

trout  think that this ñroyalò color com-

bination fly body made up of peacock 

herl and red floss  is a treat all year, not 

just in December.  The royal combina-

tion has been going on for some time.  

In 1876 John Hailey, a professional fly 

dresser from New York was asked to 

tie some really strong/ durable Coach-

man flies.  Hailey added a band of red 

silk in the middle of the Coachman 

peacock bodies to protect  the peacock 

from being easily frayed.  After adding 

a barred wood duck feather tail he sent 

it off to his client.  Later, as they were 

trying to come up for a name for this 

Coachman adaptation, L.C. Orvis said, 

ñThatôs easy enough: call it the Royal 

Coachman. It is so finely dressed.ò  

 

Since then the ñRoyalò peacock and 

red variant has been added to many fly 

designs e.g., Royal Lady, Royal Lady 

Streamer, Royal Stimulator, Royal 

Trude, and Royal Wulff.   This  good 

looking combination has caught as 

many fisherman as it has fish.  For ex-

ample, the Royal Wulff does not catch 

more fish than other Wulff hair pat-

terns, but it is by far the best selling 

because it looks so great.  Lee Wulff 

was the first to incorporate animal hair 

into tails and wings.   The ñ Gray 

Wulffò was  first popularized by Lee 

Wulff and Dan Bailey in 1929.  Dan 

Bailey added several more Wulff pat-

terns  in 1936, the Grizzly Wulff and 

the White Wulff.  The 

ñWulffsò were designed 

to float high in fast mov-

ing water. They are usu-

ally tied pretty dense and 

bulky, but can also be 

tied more sparsely for 

slower water.  The Royal Wulff was 

not created by Lee Wulff.  Credit for 

the first Royal Coachman hair wing fly 

goes to QL Quakenbush an early mem-

ber of the Beaverkill Trout Club in 

New York state.   It looked very simi-

lar to the popular Wulff patterns and 

became known as the Royal Wulff.  

 

None the less, the Royal Wulff is a 

great attractor pattern and does catch 

fish. 

 

T here are the usual excellent refer-

ences to tie the Royal Wulff : 

Randall Kaufmanôs ñTying Dry Flies, 

Third Editionò  and on the internet see 

www.flyanglersonline.com  in Part 19 

of the Beginning  Fly Tying section. 

The key to the Royal Wulff, besides 

the peacock and red floss body, is an 

upright divided wing.  Weôll see it is 

tied in much the same manner as the 

upright post wing of the Parachute Ad-

ams.  

 

Tying Instructions 

1.  Start the thread at the 70% mark.  

This is where the upright and divided 

wing will be tied in.  Select a bunch of 

calf hair.  Cut it off square, stack and 

 
Materials/Recipe 

 

Hook: Standard Dry Fly  - 

Mustad 94840, 94845, 

Teimco 100, 100BL, 900BL 

(a black hook), Daichi 1180 

or equivalents, sizes 8-22 

 

Thread:  Black, 6/0 to 10/0 

Wing:   White Calf, Upright 

and divided.  Calf Body Goat 

Hair or synthetic  hair are ok 

as well.  The longer and 

straighter the hair the better. 

Tail:  Elk or Moose body hair 

Body:  peacock herl, red 

floss, peacock herl.  Anglers 

Choice Red Super Floss is 

highly recommended 

Rib:  A fine gold rib to 

strengthen the floss body is 

optional. 

Hackle: Brown, prepared by 

removing webby parts and 

leaving 1/16 inch of stem 

stripped

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trim as you would for a parachute fly. Measure the hair 

on top of the hook with the tips overlapping the eye.  

You want the vertical length of the hair beyond the tie 

in point to be hook shank length. Cut the butts on a di-

agonal to the hook shaft so there will be a smooth tran-

sition when wrapping the body.  Tie in using a soft 

loop and wrap back towards the bend about 10 wraps.  

The butts should still be showing.  Wrap forward to the 

tie in point.  Pull the hair back and wrap thread against 

the front of the wing to hold the wing in a vertical posi-

tion.  See the example in the picture above. Split the 

wing in half. Cross the thread through the split, catch 

the wing butts, and then cross back  through the wings 

and take a wrap in front of the wing. This is done for 

both wings and then some turns around each wing base 

makes these sturdy wings like parachute posts as seen 

below.  With the wings finished, the thread is wrapped 

back to the hook point forming a smooth tapered body. 

2. Tie in the tail hair, hook shank length.  The tail 

butts should taper into the tapered body resulting in a 

smooth under body when finished wrapping the tail. 

3. Tie in the peacock herl at the hook bend.   The 

same herl is used for both peacock sections of the fly 

body. Wrap the peacock herl forward for the back 1/3 

of the body. 

4. Tie in the Rib and red floss. Wrap red floss for the 

middle section of the body and tie off. Wrap peacock 

for the front third of the body and tie off. Wrap the rib 

and trim the ends of the rib and peacock. 

5. Prepare the hackle feathers.  Thin supple stems are 

desirable. The hackle length should be long enough to 

reach to the bend of the hook.  Tie in two  hackle feath-

ers behind the wing and wrap the thread forward to the 

hackle tie off point leaving room for the thread  head . 

Wrap the hackle forward behind and in front of the 

wings.  Hackle should be dense.  Tie off and trim the 

hackle. 

6. Form a neat thread head, whip finish or use three 

half-hitches, and trim. Apply Sally Hansonôs Hard as 

Nails or some head finish of your choice. 

 

T he correct proportions  are critical for this fly - to 

get the correct balance so itôs not tipping over in 

the water. 

 

Fish It  

Use lots of floatant and replace it often.  The Royal 

Wulff can be dead drifted in the current, accelerated 

gently over short distances or twitched on the surface  

to act like a struggling insect trapped in the surface 

film. ƹ
