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GSF 2008 La Paz, Baja, Mexico Trip  

 

The Fishing:  We will be fishing near-shore in the Sea of Cortez 

for dorado (aka mahi mahi), yellow fin, roosterfish, jacks, and 

whatever else gets on our lines. Fishing the Sea of Cortez is very 

enjoyable because it is typically very calm, unlike the open 

ocean. We will be fishing either directly out of the bay at La Paz 

or shuttling to the Las Arenas area, depending on where the fish 

are biting the best. Refer to complete description of the fishing on 

the following pages. 

Dates/Travel:  Trip dates are October 4th-8th, 2008. We will be 

flying out of Tijuana airport, utilizing taxi transportation between 

your home and the airport. I will suggest R/T flights out of Ti-

juana, and make arrangements for the taxi; it is your responsibil-

ity to make your flight reservations and purchase your tickets. You are welcome to fly out of San Diego (via LAX) if you wish, 

but the airfare is about 50% more, and the aggravation about 500% greater. 

Who Is Going:  This trip will be limited to six fly fishermen/women; however, you are welcome to bring non-fishing spouses/

friends. I will also be going on the trip to fish, lend guidance, and coordinate things (assisted by Tailhunter International). 

The Outfitter:   We will be working through Tailhunter International (tailhunter-international.com). You are encouraged to visit 

their website, where a number of your questions will be answered. You will also see there are a number of activities for non-

fishers. A number of GSF members have fished with TI, and will attest to it being a first class operationðthey will be on-site 

the entire time to facilitate you having a good time. 

Where We Are Staying:  We will be staying in the town of La Paz, Baja, at the La Concha Beach Resort. This is a nice motel 

by La Paz standards, and is the headquarters for Tailhunter International. 

Cost:  The outfitterôs cost for the 5 day/4 night/3 days of fishing trip is $675/person double occupancy, two persons per boat; 

plus airfare. Non-fishing spouses/partners are $300. The cost is for a basic motel room; you can upgrade for an additional fee. 

The cost includes La Paz airport shuttle, panga, skipper, ice, fish cleaning, fish freezing, shuttle to the boats, and associated 

taxes. The cost also includes breakfast, lunch, sodas, and water for fishers on fishing days (dinners and other meals are not in-

cluded).  

Coordinator : I will coordinate this trip, but I will not be the banker. I do not financially benefit from the trip in any manner. I 

will handle trip/hotel reservations for everyone and general logistics, suggest R/T flights out of Tijuana, arrange for taxis to/from 

the TJ airport, answer general questions, etc. The attendees will directly: Make reservations and pay for commercial air to/from 

La Paz, pay outfitter, and take care of tips and misc. expenses. 

Sign-up/Deposit: You should sign-up no later than January 31, 2008, as all openings are first come first served with TI, and the 

openings will start going fast with the start of the fishing show season. A deposit of $200 is due within 10 days of signingïup, 

please send your deposit directly to the outfitter at the following address:

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Fly of the month  -  Copper John

I 
 remember nymphing out of a drift 

boat on one of our trips to the 

Green River when the guides were 

using bright colored balloons for strike 

indicators.  Seems like there was some-

thing different for  strike indicators 

every year.  In any case, on several of 

the drifts trout came up and struck the 

balloons, sometimes repeatedly.  I 

thought out loud, ñWe need a strike 

indicator with a hook!ò   Seems like 

other strike indicators produced similar 

responses from the trout and I wasnôt  

the only one thinking about more effi-

cient  strike indicators with hooks.  Not 

long afterwards I was hearing about 

Hopper, Dropper rigs, and John Barrôs 

now famous Hopper, Copper, Drop-

per .  Barr has taken the nymphing rig 

to the ultimate in efficiency with his 

three fly solution. He uses a big hopper 

pattern replacing the strike indicator, a 

heavy colorful nymph, the Copper 

John, to provide the weight to get the 

rig down in the strike zone, and finally 

a dropper of choice being the final of-

fering.  The Barr emerger or Barrôs  

Pure Midge Larva pattern are typical 

examples of the dropper and could be 

the subject of a future fly of the month.  

Barrôs  Hopper, Copper, Dropper could 

be modified for use on our Lower 

Owens trip in February to say, a Stimu-

lator, Copper John (Blue or Olive), and 

a small olive midge (size 18 or 20). 

With Barrôs three fly rig you have 

three opportunities to catch fish on a 

drift versus one.  Bet-

ter make sure the local 

fishing regs allow you 

to use three hooks.  

Other than that casting 

a Hopper, Copper, 

Dropper will be much 

the same as a standard 

nymph rig.  Well, maybe not, you do 

have more hooks to end up in trees and 

bushes.  

 

B arr refined the Cooper John in 

1996 and by 2001 it was the #1 

seller in the Umpqua catalog.  It has to 

work!  I havenôt fished the Copper 

John, but will try it in February.  

 

Be sure to visit www.flyfisherman.com 

for detailed factual and historical info 

not only on Barrôs Hopper, Copper, 

Dropper,  but to also see the contents 

of Barrs five fly boxes he carries.  

Very interesting!!  

www.flyanglers.com also has detailed 

tying instructions for the Copper John 

in itôs Fly of the Week archives.   A 

slightly different dressing of the fly, 

but the same result.  Of course you can 

also go directly to the source as Barr 

has released a new book in 2007.  The  

book,Barr Flies: How to Tie and Fish 

the Copper John, the Barr Emerger, 

and Dozens of Other Patterns, 

Variations, and Rigs by John S. Barr 

and Charlie Craven. Itôs received great 

reviews.

Thread/Head:  Black, 6/0 , 

8/0, Gold Bead Counter 

Drilled 

Weight:  Lead Wire or a non

-lead sub.  Sizes #12-18 - 13 

wraps (These guys will sink), 

Size #20-22 no wraps. Size 

#12  use.20 lead, #14-16 

use .015 lead, #18 use .10 

lead 

Tail:  Biots, Brown or Black, 

Goose or Turkey 

Body/ Abdomen:  Wapsi 

Copper Ultra Wire also, red, 

green, black, chartreuse, 

blue, silver. Size #12 use 

medium Wapsi, Size #14-16 

use brassie size Wapsi, Size 

#18 use small. 

Wing case: Thin Skin, pearl 

flashabou, finished with a 

drop of epoxy. 

Thorax:  Peacock Herl 

Legs: Hungarian partridge 

feather barbs or a prepared

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Tying Instructions 

 

1.  Place Bead on the hook and wrap lead wire.  Use 13 

wraps if you have the correct size wire as indicated in 

the materials. Push the lead as far into the bead as pos-

sible.  Attach the thread behind the lead and cover the 

hook shank with thread down to the bend and back to 

the tie in point. If you have not used thirteen wraps of 

lead (e.g. Larger size lead and 

thus used less wraps) adjust tie in 

points to maintain the proper fly 

proportions. 

2.  Tie in the biot tails starting at 

the end of the lead. Hold the biots 

on each side of the shank curved 

away from the hook to start the tie 

in. Tail should be about a hook 

gap in length.  Return thread to 

the end of the lead and trim the biots. 

3.  Attach the wire on top of the hook.  Wrap back to 

the bend forming a neat taper with you thread as you tie 

in the wire.  It may be easier to tie in the wire and then 

form the tapered body with your thread ending up at the 

bend. I use head cement on the tapered body.  Take one 

wrap of thread around the wire and let the thread hang 

down on bobbin tension.  Wrap the wire forward spac-

ing the wraps as tight as possible and keeping behind 

the hanging thread.  The hanging thread helps keeps the 

wraps tight as you force the thread forward to the lead. 

When you have reached the lead tie off the wire and 

trim it. 

4.  Tie in a single strand of pearlescent Flashabou 

wrapping the thread forward to the bead head. Tie in a 

strip of Thin Skin with the dull side up wrapping back 

to the body. 

5.  Tie in two or three strands of peacock herl by the 

tips. Take thread to behind the bead.  Wrap the peacock 

herl forward forming the thorax. Tie off and trim. 

6. Tie in the legs.  (This is the toughest part.)They 

should reach back to the hook tip.  The legs are tied in 

as individual clumps of Hungarian partridge barbs on 

either side of the thorax.  An alternative method is to 

select a Hungarian Partridge feather with even tips and 

cut the middle tips out to form a notch that fits over the 

thorax and is tied in.   The notch should be about one 

and one half times the thorax length deep and thorax 

width wide.  See the picture below. 

 

The notched  feather above 

still needs some preparation.  

Pull more barbs off from ei-

ther side, leaving 6-8 barbs on 

each side of the notch.  Tie in 

the feather pinched to the both 

sides of the thorax with a cou-

ple of soft loops then a hard 

loop.  Bend the feather back 

over the thorax then use one wrap to hold it and trim it. 

7. Bring the Thin Skin forward over the thorax, tie off.  

Fold the excess back over the thorax use one wrap to 

hold it and trim.  Pull the Flashabou forward over the 

thorax, tie off, and trim. 

8.  A drop of epoxy on the thorax finishes the fly.  It 

wonôt take much. Use a toothpick or your bodkin and 

experiment before applying the epoxy.  You may want 

to tie up a bunch of flies first before mixing your ep-

oxy. 

 

Fish It  

 

A  three fly nymph rig offers plenty of variety.  

Pick the Hopper or Attractor Pattern for floata-

bility and visibility. Pick the size of the Copper John by 

the depth of water - the primary mission weight    to get 

the rig in the strike zone.  Large for deep water ï small 

for skinny water.  Match the hatch and hatch size with 

the dropper fly. ƹ
